Letter in packets, he has sent this letter to newly elected ofycials, needs chapters to send a similar letter to their local newly
elected ofycials.

We are supporting the new Health Insurance bill (Congressional house bill 6908) that requires (health) insurance companies to
disclose up front any excluded coverage; this will be posted on website.

Florida Senate has put out a document that shows all committees, this will be posted on the website as well. Doc says this is
complete right now; Mike will get the rest of the information posted.

Bills that have been yled T regarding cellular phone use, there is more than one cell phone bill. Having more than one makes

it difycult to decide which one to support. SB 262, trafyc accidents blood testing T will require blood testing when a death has
occurred. Seat belt law was introduced but stopped in committee last year, wants to get rid of the clause that makes seat belt a
secondary offense. If passed, law enforcement can stop you for seat belt violation with no other probable cause. The reason this
keeps coming up, additional federal money will be available to Florida if this law passes. Darren Brooks Gator Alley brought
up changes in statutes to change the insurance to ride helmet free (Florida Hospital Association) from $10,000 to 50,000. Under
this law if you cannot produce a card showing you have the insurance, your license can be revoked, and a re-instatement fee
applied. The problem is they want to raise this ONLY for the people that donft wear a helmet. Insurance is still not required for
those that choose to wear a helmet.

Regarding the Tallahassee ride, please attend, we need to be there in force.

Doc - Turned the meeting over to Vice President. Vice President recognizes our Lobbyist.
