New law you might want to
be aware of involves national hookup for computers on trafyc violations. If you got a ticket in another state, no matter how long ago, you must
take care of that ticket before you renew your Florida driver license.

Scribe, our legislative asst is in the hospital, could not make the meeting.

Lots of emails, phone calls. | (Doc) am president, Danny is VP. We are here until term is up.

Introduces J.M. fiFrenchio Moreland. He had asked to be placed on the agenda to discuss the presidents letter that appeared in last monthsd
Masterlink. He spoke for 10 minutes, and Doc had an additional 10 minutes to respond.

Larry Crow also spoke regarding personal vendettas being counterproductive to the operation of this MRO. In reality there were resignations
submitted. The board had some informal work sessions by telephone. The resignations were not accepted. Prior to end of the work sessions,
the resignations were retracted. He asks that in the future, personal gripes be handled on a personal basis. There is a time and place for person-
alities.

Mark Willett asks, was the new chapter properly applied for and was it denied? Danny answered, he had suggested that the new chapter apply
in August, to be a new, fresh chapter with no agenda. No spite involved, just asked John to bring the new chapter forward in August.

Frenchi asks, in August, what if the same people are on board of the new chapter, will it be accepted?

Ken Sasser from Putnam County asks about transfers in the new chapter. Jim Burrow reads from bylaws, article 11 letter k, resignation from
elected position must be submitted, does not say accepted.

RE: Toy run lawsuit. The member that sued us as dropped that suit. The one from the law enforcement ofycer is being continued, have asked
for hearing. We are moving forward on that.

Life insurance forms are in packets, you do not have to send in the yellow card. If you send it in, you can change beneyciary.
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Duvall received a call from the insurance company, wanted to verify signatures. Doc says you donft have to let them. If your dues are paid, it
will be paid to your estate. Remember the insurance is for accidental death and dismemberment, it is not true life insurance. We are doing the
mailing from the state ofyce; the mailing list is NOT given out.

Caloosahatchee notes that if you get in touch with the company, they will come to your meeting. This could alleviate your headaches.
Insurance for events, have the renewal policy, no breaks in coverage. No change in charge.

The Federal Motorcycle Advisory Council, secretary of transportation federal level has offered Doc a seat on the panel. They meet twice a year.
Doc is also Chairman of NCOM which meets twice a year. These four meetings shouldnét spread him too thin.

Ken Sasser asks Doc if he feels he is spread too thin? Doc says no. Kenny thinks a good job is being done, nothing should be changed.

Vice President Danny “Doc” Fish: Shows shirt that says “watch for motorcycles”. Need feedback, would like something like that on a
bright green shirt. We are going to do one that says fiwatch for motorcyclesé on back with the ABATE logo on front. Will be in OSHA safety
green. Pocket costs $2 extra. Show of hands, who likes the shirt. Majority likes pockets. Chapter would have right to put their chapter logo
on them at their expense. Will have to purchase the shirt through products, then can alter with chapter logo. Price to chapters will be $9.00
for regular sizes, small through XL, plus $2 for larger sizes. With pockets will be $11 to chapter. Retail will be $16. Entertain motion to buy
the shirts. Alachua moves, Gulf coast seconds. Wants with and without pockets. Duval county asks to verify price, will be $16 for average,
$18 for large sizes. Gator Alley, worried about color. Palm Beach, what is the material? Answer, 50-50( not all cotton). 47 for, is over 2/3 so
passes.

SOP on elections is being done, will state who can run elections, who can run for positions. Want to make it as straight forward as possible.
Note we need some guidelines. Duval-What about elections every two years? Danny says email him that.

Danny had received an email regarding absentee delegates. At the April meeting two bylaws to help raise money were voted down. Two del-
egates are required to attend state meetings. The email asks what are the chances of delegates who cannot attend, send in email for their vote.
Danny asks, please donft contact him anonymously, talk to him. Chapters can help their delegates to attend by reimbursing expenses. Keep the
receipts, but give them the tools they need to help you.

Secretary Bob Alexander: One correction in minutes, asked for by Mudder, minutes read fiBell that was rung at capitol is not owned
by ABATE.0 Should read fil was surprised to learn that the bell that had been rung in Tallahassee for the last several years did not belong to
ABATE but was personal property Moved by Griz, second by Polk, accept minutes as amended, passes.

Treasurer Patti Nasrallah: Thanks everyone for support. Reports for the last two months are in the packets. Frankie Kennedy moved,
second by Kenny Sasser to accept treasurer report as given. MOTION PASSED.

SGA “Mudder: Be careful when riding, four weeks ago he totaled his Goldwing in broad daylight and good weather due to bad road condi-
tions.

Still have to yx the roof on the security trailer and the cook shack.

State Ofpce Manager: Boots T was welcomed back to a standing ovation. Thanks everyone for cards and emails. Chapter newsletters and
minutes must be sent to state ofyce. Regarding the accidental death insurance, next of kin must notify state ofyce.

If minutes are in newsletter, they donét have to be sent separately.

Regarding bike tickets, Tammy will have tickets in hallway, pick them up and get them sold.

Membership Val Loper: Membership is 7,638 down 51, Voters are 5,869 up 1. March most new members -Treasure Coast, highest per-
centage also Treasure Coast. April most new members - Gator Alley, highest percentage Vintage. Passed out life cards. Membership reports are
to be mailed directly to Val with a copy of the check, checks mailed to Patti. Email to Val is acceptable. Patti asks that when you send checks to
treasurer, write on the check what it is for, ie, membership, treasurer, etc. Do not staple the checks.

Palm Beach asks when a membership application is valid, for insurance purposes. Could we start a yve year membership program? Patti says
we do have paid ahead members, she sees no problem with it.

Doc T according to the bylaws, local members should be a membership of the corporation which is valid when received by state. Doc will ask
insurance company when they consider the application to be valid.
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Masterlink Editor Bob von Bulow: Chapter pyers due today. Masterlinks are available up front. In the Masterlink, he said the Masterlink
will soon go paperless. He is still working out details and would like to revisit this next meeting. Susan, suggests households be combined, du-
plicate addresses be combined. It would be good to have the Masterlink online even if mailing is continued. Doc T every member is guaranteed
a newsletter. Second, online availability will not be done overnight. Furthermore this will have to be brought back to delegation. Duval T some
members are not getting the Masterlink. Bob v - mailing is generated by membership director, he is not privy to that information. Check your
mail address on state records. Then bear in mind the mailing goes to the USPS as bulk mail and is space available. Doc says get those names of
people not receiving their Masterlink, send them to Val to verify.

PR/Communications Lockdown (BG absent excused): they are working on event pyers SOP and insurance requests, are trying to
streamline this. Please send them to BG and Lockdown as well as Bob. New forms being done, you can type directly on them. Nothing goes
online until Bob notiyes PR that the insurance check has been received. The new forms will be in ofycerés packets at seminar.

PR is trying to compile a vendor list, please send him a list of vendors that you use and are happy with.

Safety Director Tom Nugent: Apologizes to Gator Alley, he didnit get their certiycate made yet. He has safety supplies for chapters. The
safety seminars will be in two parts, one for instructors, and the other for safety.

Products Trustee Steve “Caretaker” Knee: Shows throws (blankets), has four, price is $125.00 each.

Legislative Trustee Darren Brooks absent, in hospital: Doc - session is over, as of Friday afternoon SB1100 highway safety bill
with vertical tag is on governorés desk, must be signed, or becomes law automatically on the 23rd of June. SB 2282 fiyrst respondero bill is on
the governors desk, will become law on 18th. Municipalities cannot charge for emergency response if this passes.

Mark Willitt notes, it irrelevant if you live in city or county where accident happens.

Department of Highway Safety and Motor Vehicles talking about doing a vertically read motorcycle tag.

Doc briepy describes process by where a bill becomes law. Line item veto is available to governor only on ynancial matters.

Leadership seminars are on 7/25 with the presidents meeting on 7/26.

Grow your local chapter inpuence. Now is the down time for legislators, they are easier to reach. Educate.

Turn meeting over to Danny, Recognizes our Lobbyist.

Lobbyist — Doc: Regarding SB2282, we got good results, also on the website video, about us standing up for our rights.

Contrary to popular belief, we did have a stiffer penalties bill. A chairman that did an amendment screwed us on our bill. He took out some of
our damages. Once something is taken out, you can put it back in at next meeting.

The bill would have passed, but chairman would not allow it to be heard based on how his senators were treated.

Regarding safety money, we had $500,000 in our name up to last day of session. It is still there, but was re-allocated to the Department of High-
way Safety. We can help allocate it. But it is not in our name alone anymore.

Mandatory seat belt is now law; law enforcement can stop you for no seat belt alone. The same people that passed that will push for a helmet
law. There is sure to be a helmet law bill next session. We are going to need everybody in ABATE to work against this.
