Safety Director: Brenda Heck: MSAP material request forms have been redone, Lockdown will post them on Monday. There are
no more regions, just chapters. We will be getting more brochures; she will let us know when she has them.

We need help for safety booth at different events.

Award certiycates and patches handed out. On protocol, do your presentations and have your safety director or president send
her your request for your patch. Or she can travel to your venue or you can attend her seminar.

Doc: we got our yrst safety money check from the state, money has been spent. Materials have started to arrive; they will be
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dispersed as we get them. We have the magnetic signs today.

Products Trustee Steve fiCaretakerd Knee: life shirts will be here next meeting, also ofycer shirts. Also we have the 10 year
helmet law anniversary patch.

Legislative Trustee Darrin Brooks: Attorney General, Agriculture Commissioner, Chief Financial Ofycer, and Governor all
won.

In the State Senate, ABATE supported candidates won all but two seats. The Sen. from Alachua area that stopped our stiffer
penalties bill did win re-election.

Sen. Greg Evers, ABATE member and big supporter of motorcyclist has been selected as Chairman of the Criminal Justice
Committee and Vice Chairman of the Transportation Committee. These are two big committees that our fistiffer penaltieso bill
must pass through.

On the House side, in the 83 races that ABATE supported a candidate, we won 67 of them.
David Rivera, Gator Alley member, was elected to the US Congress.

NHTSA (National Highway Trafyc Safety Administration) is still pursuing the motorcycle only fisafetyo checks. Hopefully the
new blood in the US House will help end this.

NTSB (National Transportation Safety Board) is calling for all States to adopt a motorcycle helmet law.

New study in Florida shows that in 61% of the motor vehicle vs. motorcycle collisions, the motor vehicle was at fault. The
number one reason given was that the vehicle drive did not see the motorcycle.

As of December 5th, there have been no Bills yled that are much concern to ABATE of Florida, Inc. There is an early anti-
texting Bill yled in both the House and the Senate. Studies in other States that have past some sort of anti-texting law show that
accident rates have increased due to people still texting but now they are holding it in their lap to avoid being seen texting.

There is a Bill regarding bicycles and the use of helmets. SB 118 by Sen. Bullard, it revises the safety standards that children
less than 16 years of age must wear a properly ytting helmet etc, etc. It has nothing to do with motorcycles, BUT we will keep an
eye on it just in case.

For all of those interested in our 2nd Amendment Right to keep and bear arms, HB 45 by Rep. Gaetz that would make it a third
degree felony for any City, local government, or ofycial to pass any type of yrearm or ammunition ordinance that would limit
gun ownerts rights. In simple language, if Collier County passes an ordinance that restrict yrearms or ammunition in any part
of the county, It would be sued by the State and the Commissioner who did the ordinance would be charged with a third degree
felony

There IS an anti texting bill out there right now.

SB 118 (Bullard) bill states children on bicycles must wear helmets, has nothing to do with motorcycles.

SB 234 Evers regarding concealed weapons permit

Regarding the Motorcycle Coalition Safety Board, ABATE has a member on it. (its Darrin, ed) They are pro helmet and raising
our insurance. Darrin is making our interests known at the meetings.

Putnam County T Likes the wider spread information, and thanks Darrin for what he is doing.

Lobbyist—Doc: Due to victory of Republicans all four cabinet posts, Doc will address the cabinet on situations of motorcyclists,
see if we can get this safety money every year without having to beg for it every year. Republicans will now have 2/3 majority
in Florida, so they could override a veto by the governor if necessary.

There is a rumor of a law to require Floridians to pay state income tax that cannot be done without a vote of the people.

Regarding our stiffer penalties bill, it was defeated last year, although it was fought to the last minute. Doc notes that he doesnit
care if the sponsor is from your town, stay out of it, donit contact them. Let Doc do his job. The new bill will be introduced in
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January.

Regarding insurance, some would like to raise the $10k minimum to ride without a helmet. The rates would be astronomical;
the only thing that would be accomplished would be to increase non-compliance.
